Medical pathogenic waste (MPW) is generated at the NIH Bethesda campus through various animal and human studies and treatment protocols. MPW
includes any waste with actual or perceived presence of pathogenic agents. The Division of Environmental Protection (DEP) has developed procedures
for packaging and turn-in of MPW and provides MPW collection services throughout the campus. Some MPW can be decontaminated and then disposed
of as general waste. MPW that cannot be disinfected/decontaminated is sent to an off-site medical waste incinerator for disposal. NIH is currently
looking at alternatives to off-site incineration due to rising costs and diminishing capacity for this type of disposal.
