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Half & Half Challenge: 50% Diversion

Scoreboard:
(You know, everybody wins when we save resources.)


Can Challenge: It’s a Wrap
50 POINTS. 5% DECREASE in trash. Bonus 5pts for every 5% over  5%.


Blue Bin and Mini Trash Can Challenge: Downsize
25 POINTS. 75%-100% Desk side recycling use. Bonus 5pts if Green Team Leads help assess their own spaces.

Half & Half Challenge: 50% Diversion
25 POINTS. 100% in this together.

You Know . . .
Recycling is tracked by building, but some buildings share a trash collection point. Encourage and remind each other to stop and consider if an item can be recycled before throwing it in the trash.
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
